FAMILY LITERACY TIPS

 4. Get your child involved. Ask questions about the book as you go along.

 6. Read whenever you can. 
 7. Keep books by their beds or in the car for long trips.

The child may return to preschool
if parent provides written notice from a physician or when

a parent can report to the staff that the child has been
symptom-free for a period of 24 hours and no longer

poses a health risk to persons at the preschool. This policy
is in place to help keep our students and staff as healthy

as possible.
